How long have you been in Dubai?

It was all about the commercial sound. |
remember there were only two promoters doing their underground
parties in some restaurants. Then in 1998 | started to collaborate
with the EMI/Capitol label, so | was coming to the region to remix
their artists. | then met a professional and we clicked very well and
decided to do our own monthly nights, called Body&Soul. It was a
big success as far as our style of music was concerned. Although |
was by then based in Prague, and had couple of residencies in Spain,
Estonia and Portugal, | had to travel every month to Dubai. This is
how I fellin love with Dubai. | always find a reason to come here to be
with my audience that | have built for the past 14 years.
